Some Ramapo Rally Trivia and
Anecdotes

What we now know as the Ramapo Rally started
back in 1978. That fact alone made me pause. In
1978, 1 was two years out of college, working at
New York Telephone (the original Bell System) and
| think | had my first road bike. A gold steel Raleigh
Rampar with shifters on the downtube.
Indestructable!

But in 1978, the first club “Rally/Century”
consisted of two 50-mile routes starting from the
Ramsey Fire Station. One route went down to
Lincoln Park and the second went to South
Mountain in Rockland County (High Tor, north of
Congers). Back then, riders wore red windbreaker
jackets with patches they collected over the years.
Bell was making helmets, and riders used sew up
tires!! Components were French or Italian. There
was no Shimano at that time. It was an honor to
have as many patches as possible. The first
patches were designed for BTCNJ and later moved
to LAW (League of American Wheelman) patches.

Below is an excerpt from the very first ride that
was to become the Ramapo Rally, entitled

“Century, Century”

Come all ye riders to the first BTCN]J-LAW
sanctionedy century, half century, quarter
century to be held on Sunday September 17th
1978, rain or shine

Meeting place is the Fire House-Island
Ave.-Ramsey, New Jersey, opposite the high
school. Registration will start at 7:00 AM and
will continue through 9:00 AM. Cost-$2.00.
Patches will be awarded. SAG wagon service
will be provided.

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The century route will cover 100 plus miles
through Bergen, Passaic, and Rockland
Counties. The half century, 50 miles will
cover Rockland and Bergen Counties and
the quarter century, 25 miles will cover
Bergen County only.

LAW requires that riders must complete in
12-6-3 hours or less, respectively to earn a
patch. Maps and cue sheets will be provided
to allow riders to proceed at their own pace.
A New York and New Jersey road map
(EXXON) will provide further details.

National Bike Month: One Community,
Many Ways to Ride

May is National Bike Month—a chance to step
back and recognize just how many different
ways biking shows up in our lives, especially this
time of year.

National Bike Month was established in 1956 by
the League of American Bicyclists (originally
founded in 1880 as the League of American
Wheelmen). Back then, cyclists were pushing for
better roads—Ilong before cars took over. Today,
the League continues that work year-round,
focusing on safety, education, and advocacy to
make riding more accessible and communities
more bike-friendly. If you're curious, the
League’'s website has a lot of information on
National Bike Month and related events, along
with some interesting data on biking nationally
and at the state level.

Part of that effort shows up in Bike to Work
Week and Bike to Work Day each May,
encouraging people to swap four wheels for
two—even if just once. Maybe that means riding
to work, running an errand by bike, or just
choosing the bike when you normally wouldn't.
It doesn't have to be a big shift to count.

Our club lives mostly in that recreational
space—rides, routes, and time spent together.
It may not always match what gets highlighted
during National Bike Month, but it's part of the
same bigger picture. This is where a lot of
people find their rhythm with riding—and
where it becomes something they stick with.

At its core, biking is simple. It's fun. It gets you
outside and moving. It's good for your health,
easier on the environment, and compared to
most other activities, relatively affordable. It
doesn't require much beyond a bike and a little
time.

If National Bike Month does anything, it's a
reminder to pay attention to that—and maybe
do one small thing differently. Ride somewhere
new. Invite someone who's been thinking
about getting back on a bike.

And if it resonates, there are also ways to
support it more broadly—whether that's
getting involved in local advocacy, participating
in community efforts, or following the work
organizations like the League are doing
year-round.

However you ride, it all counts.

And maybe that's the whole point.

First, communication is more focused. Riders
are generally quieter, and only hazards that
are directly in the riding line—such as
potholes near the wheel path—are called out.
Obstacles well outside the line don't need to
be signaled. Every time a rider removes a
hand from the handlebars to point, there is
added risk.

The front rider serves as the eyes of the
group, responsible for choosing a safe line
and avoiding obstacles. Everyone else should
follow that wheel smoothly—like a snake
moving as one. Riders should always assume
a car may be behind them and ride
predictably. Calling out every car on a busy
road can become background noise and
reduce the effectiveness of important
warnings.

On B* rides and above, the workload is
shared. The Ride Leader does not pull for the
entire ride—riders take turns at the front so
no one person does all the work. This doesn't
mean forming an aggressive paceline, but it
does mean rotating responsibly.

aminder on rotation:

en you're ready to come off the front,

< your right elbow to signal.

ve smoothly off to the left.

» next rider should maintain the

rent pace—not increase it.

» last rider should let the rotating rider
know they're at the back so they can
rejoin safely.

The goal is to build consistency across all
categories. That way, as members move up, the
only adjustment is speed—not a completely
different riding style.

Since every ride includes a mix of experience
levels—and everyone has moments of
inattention—a brief pre-ride reminder can go a
long way in keeping things safe and smooth.

Pre-Ride Key Reminders:

« The front rider sets the line—ride
predictably and choose a safe path.

+ Always assume a car may be behind you;
hold your line and avoid sudden
movements.

« Call out hazards in the riding line; ignore
those well outside it.

* When you take the front, maintain the
current pace.

+  When starting from a stop or making a
turn, roll out gradually and ensure the
group is together before resuming speed.



The New E-Bike Law

On January 19, Phil Murphy signed a new e-bike
law that will affect some of our membership.
Unfortunately, there remains a great deal of
contradictory language in the new e-bike law,
which has a 6-month grace period. This has
caused confusion particularly with regard to the
requirements of Low Speed Electric Bicycles,
those allowed by BTCNJ, and Motorized Bicycles,
which are not approved for club use.

Low Speed Electric Bicycles by definition have
pedals, two wheels, pedal assist up to 20 mph,
and no throttle. Motorized Bicycles have pedals,
two wheels, and a throttle with a top assist
speed of 28 mph.

Low Speed Electric Bicycles (LSEB) require a
license and registration for all users. The
registration requirement specifies display of a
license plate on the bicycle. Riders between the
ages of 15-16 are required to obtain a special
license; riders ages 17 and older may use their
drivers license. Cyclists, whether owning or
renting, are required to obtain appropriate
documentation and coverage appropriate for
their bicycle, and to be able to show law
enforcement that they are indeed in compliance
with the law. Bikeshares are specifically
excluded from the law’s requirements, however.

It is unclear whether LSEB riders require
insurance, since the section of the law that
describes requirements for LSEB does not
mention liability insurance but in a later section
the law states that riders must present proof of
insurance to law enforcement if requested.

There is also some confusion as to whether
LSEB is a subcategory of “Motorized Bicycles” or
a stand-alone category.

It's unclear how the Motor Vehicle Commission
may implement the requirements of this law for
licensing and registration procedures. Obviously,
this will impact the rider's ability to obtain
appropriate documentation and coverage.
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does not clearly prohibit law enforcement
agencies from stopping users or issuing
citations in the near term. Because the law
goes into effect immediately, it is possible
that law enforcement agencies may begin
stopping riders, requesting proof of
documents, and issuing citations. Some local
police departments are reporting immediate
enforcement, particularly for age
requirements.

The law states that nonresident owners of
Motorized Bicycles must comply with the
laws that govern licensing, registration, and
insurance in their own home state and that
the new requirements in New Jersey will not
apply to them. The law does not address
nonresident uses of LSEB, but since it's
unclear per above whether LSEB are a
subcategory of Motorized Bicycles, actual
insurance requirements are unclear.

The New Jersey Bike Walk Coalition is
working to address these issues, and has a
blog on the subject. We also encourage our
New Jersey members to contact their
legislators so that this law doesn’t put undue
burdens on Low Speed Electric Bike cyclists.

Ride Captain’s Report

Keith Schlanger reported that the club jerseys are ready and labeled, with three pickup options
provided to ride leaders: Miller's Happy Hour April 8, Bike Maintenance clinic on April 30, and
Member Appreciation Day on May 9. He noted a concerning trend of declining ride postings,
particularly for higher category weeknight rides, and planned to investigate the issue further.

The group agreed to implement the two-point incentive for D-level rides starting in May, with the
program running through September. They addressed concerns about ride pacing with the D
category but left it up to the ride leaders and riders. Keith suggested it would be more appropriate
to reclassify D rides to: "10 mph or less".

Treasurer’s report

Len Ruvolo presented the first quarter financial report, noting a $17,000 net loss primarily due to
upfront expenses for insurance and ride leader jerseys. He explained that while membership dues
were down by $1,000 (17%), the organization's total liquid assets of $97,000 remained $9,000
higher than the previous year. Len also reported issues with TD Bank regarding new debit cards for
Avrin and Olivia, which had to be reordered due to system problems.



Tours

Lou Schleifer discussed scheduling a Tour Leaders' Thank You party for May 17th in Montclair. He
suggested planning a pizza party for current and former tour leaders which was approved by the
board. There were discussions addressing concerns about spam emails being sent using club
members' names, which led to a discussion about website security features. David Pawlyk had
implemented a solution to hide personal information from non-members, but it was discovered
that the contact button functionality had been removed. The conversation ended with Lou
checking the website to verify the contact button's status.

Membership

Membership Appreciation Day is scheduled for May 9th at the Oakland Recreation Center. It was
decided that Oakland offers better parking, no permit requirements, and a variety of route options
for different skill levels. Regina Bueno reported reaching out to approximately 40 bike shops to
promote club membership. She noted that the list of bike shops on our website offering discounts
needed to be updated. Chuck and Regina are coordinating their efforts to promote the Club and
Rally to all these bike shops.

Publicity

Sharon Hurwich will be on vacation for a portion of the summer. In her absence, she is training
Allison Cobb on Sendgrid. The group discussed updates on social media responsibilities. Allison
Cobb and Gail Bodin both agreed to help with social media and will be meeting with Amy Avitable
and Sharon Hurwich (along with Olivia Sharp, Chuck White, and Joyce Haddad) to have access to
these formats. It was noted from the recent club survey that members primarily get news from
Facebook rather than the website or the Masterlink.

Rally Update

Chuck White reported progress on promotional materials for the Rally. He announced Liberty
Subaru's sponsorship offering up to four display cars. While Kessler declined to sponsor again,
Chuck noted they are still seeking healthcare and financial services sponsors, though progress is
being made with other companies like Element Hydration and Athletic Brewing returning as
Sponsors.

The team discussed rally planning and ride leadership arrangements. They reviewed current
registration numbers, with approximately 43 people registered so far, and discussed the need for
specific outreach to volunteers for muscle group support.



Special Events

Marc Soloff opened up the discussion for the Anniversary Party for 2027. The group discussed
considering either March 6th or 13th, agreeing that March would be a good time for the
Anniversary party, though they noted the need to check for any conflicting Jewish holidays. Marc
presented ideas for the Anniversary party, including hosting it at Portobello’s.
